You can have a wonderful 

vacation in your own back yard, without the need for hotel rooms, plane 

tickets or lost luggage.  

I’m sure you’ve heard the saying Time is Money.  Well, here are 

some suggestions to save us time and you money on your opening this year.  

We will do as much or as little as you like.  Feel free to ask for full service, do 

most of the work yourself or anything in between. Pick and choose ways to 

save money on your opening! 

Pump water from your solid cover, remove leaves and debris. Avoid getting this 

water in the pool. 

Empty water bags and store them until fall. 

Remove the cover, rinse and fanfold it (accordion style) for storage until fall. Fan 

folding the cover will save time (and money) when putting the cover back on in 

the fall. 

Have all equipment, plugs etc.  out where we can easily access them.  Searching 

for these items takes time.  If we closed your pool in the fall, your plugs are all 

stored in the pump basket. 

Adjust the water level to normal operating level (halfway up the skimmer) or 

slightly higher if you plan to vacuum the pool to waste. This means adding water 

if you use a solid cover and removing water with mesh safety covers. 

Adjust your own water chemistry or have your chemicals there for us to use. 

Vacuum the pool after the pool has run a couple days and the debris from 

opening has settled to the floor.

There are all 

kinds of products designed for beauty, safety, fun or 

convenience.  The following items have the potential to 

save money.  

Solar covers will probably give you the greatest return on 

your investment of any product for your pool.  They help 

to heat the pool, retain that heat, and maintain your water 

and chlorine levels. 

Mesh safety covers look great on the pool.  They can be 

used throughout the swim season when you are on 

vacation, during storms to keep debris out, or just to 

safeguard children and animals from falling in.  They are 

also easier to handle and save time (money) from openings 

and closings. 

New 2 speed and variable speed pumps are designed to be 

more convenient and more efficient than ever.  This means 

a quieter, longer lasting,  money saving unit. With today’s  

cost of electricity savings could be substantial.  Using the 

lower speed to circulate the water and the higher speed for 

heating the pool or running water features saves you 

money. 

Heat pumps  and solar heaters are getting a lot of notice 

these days due to the ever increasing cost of natural gas.  

They are cheaper to use, however, note that they take 

longer to heat and therefore they must run whenever the 

filter system is operating. 

Chlorine generators produce chlorine by converting salt 

added to the pool water into hypochlorous acid or chlorine 

sanitizer and inert by-products.  Although you must still 

maintain your water chemistry, you no longer need to 

purchase chlorine , and we all know how expensive that 

can be! 

Maintain a good chemical test system.  Take a sample of 

your water to the pool store regularly.  Learn where your 

levels should be.  Adjust all your chemicals.  Check for 

phosphates.  If you keep your water chemistry correct, you 

will save a lot of money on unnecessary chemicals, heater 

repairs or premature liner replacement.   Feel free to call 

for additional information or check out our articles on 

chemistry and phosphates on our website at 

www.moonlightpools.net.  

This is an update from our industry.  The Virginia Graeme Baker Pool and Spa Safety Act (VGB Act) went into 
affect as of December 19, 2008.  This law requires all commercial pools and spas to meet new safety 
requirements for anti-entrapment drain covers.  New drain covers on residential pools must also comply.  There 
are additional requirements for commercial pools and spas.  We can help bring your pool up to code.  Be sure 
to ask what you need to do to comply with the new law.  Save money by having this done while you have 
other service done on your pool.
