 Winter and Spring Duties  
Homeowners should pump water off solid covers to 
prevent a safety hazard, damage to the cover or dis-

placement of water in the pool.  Pools with older mesh cov-
ers may need additional chlorine added until water temperature is 
consistently less than 50 degrees. 

FYI:  Algae can not grow in water high in chlorine, tem-

peratures below 50 degrees, without sunlight or without 

phosphates.  Making conditions unfavorable to algae can 

help  prevent an algae problem in the future.

When adjusting water chemistry, chemicals should be 

added in front of a return inlet, broadcasted over the 

water or poured around the edge of the pool water.  

NEVER add chemicals through the skimmer unless specifi-

cally noted in the directions. Proper handling of pool 

chemicals is important.  Always follow  the directions on 

the label, using the correct dosage for your pool. It may 

be required to dilute or dissolve some chemicals before 

adding to your pool. NEVER mix different chemicals to-

gether prior to adding to the pool water. Poor water 

chemistry is very hard on liners and equipment, especially 

heaters. Check your chemistry regularly. For more 

information about water chemistry, check out our 

website at www.moonlightpools.net.
